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Introduc2on 
COMECE (Commission of the Episcopates of the European Union) and CEC (Conference of 
European Churches) welcome the commitment of the Finnish Presidency to ac=vely engage on the 
future of Europe, focusing par=cularly on effec=ve measures to increase sustainable growth and 
security as well as mi=gate climate change. We call for the announced focus on economic 
prosperity, safety and sustainability to keep in sight the advancement of the Common Good. 

Churches and religious communi=es are not only universal networks of faith, they are ins=tu=ons 
deeply rooted in local reali2es that share the concern for the Common Good of our socie=es. It 
has hence become a frui?ul prac2ce, supported by Ar2cle 17 TFEU, for COMECE and CEC, 
together with na=onal Churches, to meet with the EU Presidency at the beginning of its term.  

Moreover, in applica=on of Ar2cle 17 of the Treaty on the Func2oning of the EU (TFEU), according 
to which the EU shall maintain an open, transparent and regular dialogue with Churches, and in 
accordance with the relevant prac=ce, COMECE and CEC are pleased to contribute to the dialogue 
by presen2ng the following reac2ons and proposals that address the Presidency’s priori2es. 
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Presidency Priority I. “Common Values and the Rule of Law: 
Cornerstones of EU Action” 

A) Rediscovering an EU founded on principles 

Bearing in mind that the concept of “values” implies changes (even radical ones), increasing or 
decreasing their relevance over =me - including depending on the context and circumstances - 
Churches can be advocates for a Union rooted in "principles". Churches support principles rooted 
in human dignity, expressed in fundamental rights, through the Rule of Law. This to allow integral 
human development of persons, families and communi2es. The EU has been founded on the idea 
of sharing some key principles, which are underlined in the first ar=cles of the Treaty of the 
European Union. However, this ideal has been in recent years put under increasing pressure. The 
impact of economic crises revealed differences in the understanding of social jus=ce and the 
rela=onship between economic prosperity and fair sharing; while migra=on & refugee crises 
revealed different interpreta=on and different visions of solidarity in different parts of the Union. 
Hence, the danger of populism and poli2cal extremism in the con=nent reached an 
unprecedented level.  

Common principles in the Union are based more on a horizon which the Union should wish to 
achieve, rather than a statement of an exis=ng reality. It is, nevertheless, a constant task of the 
Union not to withdraw from the responsibility of keeping alive tangible aspira=ons. The ideal of 
common principles is worthy of highligh=ng, especially in the moment when cri=cal and far 
reaching decisions have to be taken.  

The Finnish Presidency of the EU Council takes place in a period of key decision-making for the 
EU. Shared principles are crucial to build trust among partners around the common project. 
Within a context s=ll marked by Brexit, the semester of the Finnish Presidency of the EU Council 
will also be characterised by poli2cal developments (new President of the European Commission, 
President of the European Parliament, High Representa=ve of the Union for Foreign Affairs 
and Security Policy, President of the European Central Bank and President of the European 
Council). The Finnish Presidency will also be the first one to start implemen=ng the new Strategic 
Agenda for the EU. 

In this new configura=on, the EU will have to tackle its ambi=ons of comple=ng the work in the 
area of migra=on and asylum, reinforcing the Economic and Monetary Union and the nego=a=on 
process leading to the next EU budgetary frame 2020-27.  

Churches in Europe are suppor=ng the project of a Union based on common principles since the 
beginning. Churches see this commitment as part of their task to promote human dignity, 
solidarity, human rights, freedom, jus=ce and sustainability in the public space, both at the 
European, na=onal and local levels. 

The Finnish Presidency will be in the unenviable posi=on of having to improve the func2oning of 
the EU, by establishing new bridges among partners, cultures, peoples, transla=ng those principles 
into laws and those laws into prac=ce. In addi=on to focusing on economic prosperity and growth, 
the EU ins=tu=ons should ac=vely invest in its contribu=on to promo2ng Common Good for all in 
Europe. 
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POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• We encourage the Finnish Presidency to re-establish common principles, including Rule of 
Law, human dignity, and human rights, all at the heart of the decision-making process of the 
Council, as well as of the daily func=oning of the EU administra=on.  

• Support the vision of a Union as a community of des2ny at the service of the persons and 
peoples it is made up of.   

B) Placing Fundamental Rights, Democracy and the Rule of Law at the core of EU 
policies 

The Finnish Presidency of the EU Council is pledging to have thema=c discussions on future 
developments in the field of jus=ce, safeguarding the rule of law, democracy and human rights. 
The 10th anniversary of the Charter of Fundamental Rights of the EU provides the EU with the 
opportunity to reinvest in its applica=on.  

Ini=a=ves by the European Commission during the last legislature have constantly focused on the 
topic of the Rule of Law. The Rule of Law as a reference point in a rights-based approach has been 
raised transversally (e.g. with regard to figh=ng against fake news and disinforma=on, EU funding, 
etc).  

The reform of the EU Transparency Register encountered some obstacles to overcome during the 
new legislature. Transparency principles are highly regarded when they contribute to a be[er 
par=cipa=on of all ci=zens in democracy. Transparency should rely on mechanisms propor=onate 
to the type of subjects and actors. The EU Transparency Register has been a constant focus of 
work, including in the context of its ongoing reform.  

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• We recommend the Finnish Presidency to foster the EU’s applica2on of the principles of 
subsidiarity and propor2onality, in order to not prevent ci=zens from par=cipa=ng in the 
democra=c debate by placing the burden on small and medium-sized actors and the informal 
sector of socie=es. 

• On the Rule of Law, we encourage the EU Presidency to ask for greater exemplarity from the 
EU ins2tu2ons and to foster the applica=on of exis2ng tools rather than a mul=plica=on 
thereof.  

• We recommend that the Finnish Presidency make use of the 10th anniversary of the entry into 
force of the EU Charter to restate the universality and inalienability, indivisibility, 
interdependence and interrelatedness of fundamental rights, invi=ng Churches, as long-
standing actors in this field, to bring their specific contribu2on. In a context in which the EU 
ins=tu=ons are o]en accused of applying a “cherry picking”, it should be recalled that 
establishing a hierarchy between fundamental rights creates the condi=ons for a collapse of 
their en2re architecture. 

• Churches encourage the EU Presidency to relaunch the process placing the EU ins2tu2ons 
under the provisions and mechanisms of the European Conven2on of Human Rights. 

• The EU Presidency is encouraged to confirm the current Transparency Register system, based 
on registra2on for Church representa2ons, but not for Churches, as it reflects prac=ce and 
ensures compliance with Ar=cle 17 TFEU.

C) Freedom of Religion or Belief (FoRB) outside the EU 

Recent reports provide worrying informa=on about the worsening of the religious freedom 
situa=on in the world. The EU, through its EEAS and other bodies and en==es that work outside 
the EU such as DG DEVCO or DG NEAR, should pay a[en=on to this factor as it can pave the way 
for instability in certain areas of the world, such as the Middle East and certain parts of the Sahel 
region.  

In par=cular, the presence of certain religious minori2es might posi=vely contribute in certain 
countries towards social stability and openness, while their ex=nc=on would harm the process of a 
full respect of human dignity and fundamental rights for everyone (e.g., Chris=ans in Middle East 
countries play a leading social role in promo=ng tolerance, openness and equal ci=zenship for all. 
Chris2ans can also play an important role in terms of preven2on of conflicts and reconcilia2on. 

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• Priority interna2onal protec2on status for vic2ms of recognised interna2onal crimes on 
religious grounds, and support for the crea=on of mechanisms to prosecute the perpetrators. 

• To provide be[er informa2on and understanding to the EU decision makers on the situa2on 
in countries of concern or specific cases where FoRB is involved (e.g., religious minori=es in 
Pakistan). 

• A more effec=ve use of Human Rights Dialogues with third countries to advance in the 
protec=on and promo=on of freedom of religion. 

• Suppor=ng the collec2on of evidences for the prosecu=on of those responsible of atrocity 
crimes against religious minori=es, and the establishment of appropriated and specific judicial 
mechanisms, where they are missed, with jurisdic=on to judge those crimes. 

• To make more robust the posi2on of the EU Special Envoy for the Promo2on of Freedom of 
Religion or Belief outside the EU, as a direct adviser to the EU High Representa=ve of the 
Union for Foreign Affairs and Security Policy. 

• To ensure that asylum seekers persecuted on religious grounds are provided a fair access to 
interna2onal protec2on, without discrimina=on. 
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Presidency priority II. “A Competitive and Socially Inclusive EU” 

A) An inclusive growth 

The achievement of a stable economic growth has been a hallmark of EU policies. Pursuing such 
policies brought prosperity to a significant part of European socie=es. Growing inequali2es in 
socie=es across the con=nent are linked to an unfair distribu=on of income and wealth. The threat 
of poverty is an increasing concern. Inequality in Western countries have reached a level which is 
hindering economic growth. In order to preserve social cohesion and restore a healthy democracy, 
economic inequali=es have to be tackled. Certain groups of persons in society are par2cularly 
vulnerable, including migrants, the elderly, youth and Roma. In some contexts, they are even 
seen as compe=tors for scarce social benefits.  

Most of the EU Member states are experiencing in recent years a period of economic success. 
Unemployment is rela=vely low, sta=s=cal wealth is growing. Nevertheless, Churches are 
concerned by growing social divisions in European socie=es, the disappearance of a middle class, 
the growing gap between rich and poor and the crea=on of marginalised sec=ons of socie=es.  

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• Churches are confident that the Finnish Presidency will make the EU fully play its role at the 
global level. Especially by addressing in a transversal and comprehensive way, the economy, 
climate change, social issues, fair trade and its link with migra=on, whilst placing the human 
person at the centre, as the key actor for building long-standing and sustainable peace. 

• Contribute to a change of mentality concerning EU prac=ces, avoiding that all ac2vi2es be 
treated as market-oriented and economic, especially those regarding Churches and civil 
society, like humanitarian or educa2onal ones. 

B) Addressing the challenges and opportunities of Artificial Intelligence 

A challenge for the EU Presidency will be to implement the Single Market in a way that digital 
transi2on accompanies the ecological transi2on. Ar2ficial Intelligence (AI) is by nature a cross-
cudng reality for which the EU should take on a stronger role. 

Ar2ficial intelligence centred on persons, families and communi2es brings many benefits to our 
socie=es and economies, e.g. by facilita=ng healthcare, transport, a more sustainable farming. 
Innova=on within the context of AI can be seen as a radical ques=oning of the iden=ty and true 
reality of the human person. Our Churches support the development of innova=on of an Ar2ficial 
Intelligence rooted in strong legal and ethical principles, by establishing rules for it to protect and 
serve the human person.  

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 
• Monitor the implementa2on process of the Communica=on “Ar=ficial Intelligence for 

Europe”. The third pillar of “ensuring an appropriate ethical and legal framework” has to be 
promoted within the principle of the centrality of the human persons and respect those limits.  

• Having the Ethics Guidelines for Trustworthy AI being published as a “living document”, the 
Finnish Presidency should establish broad dialogue prac2ces open to all stakeholders, so as 
to deepen the comprehension of the ethical challenges and eventual changes. 
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• Monitor the implementa=on process of the document about policy recommenda2ons for 
trustworthy AI dra]ed by the High-Level-Expert Group on AI.  

C) The Future of Work 

Ar=cula=ng the necessary ecological transi=on of our economies within an accelera=ng 
globalisa=on and technological evolu=on - in par=cular digitalisa=on and Ar=ficial Intelligence - 
strongly impacts on labour condi=ons, as well as on our basic understanding of work. Together 
these changes have triggered innova=on and helped to create employment throughout the EU, but 
have yet come with challenges. Crea=ve and high-skilled employment have been created in 
par=cular in Europe’s urban centres, while rou2ne-task jobs of the middle class are shrinking, 
notably in rural areas. Many young people escaped unemployment but cope with unsustainable 
working condi2ons, including short-term contracts, bogus self-employment and other new work 
forms. Due to the increasing use of mobile devices, people can work any=me, anywhere, leading 
to an intensifica2on of work and shrinking space for family life, volunteering and rest periods.  

Public policies focusing on adapta2on of people to change in the world of work should make sure 
that those policies benefit to all persons. 

Churches would like the Finnish Presidency to promote decent, sustainable and par2cipa2ve 
work forms. Technological changes should serve the human person not vice versa. 

Churches support a more holis2c approach that is able to restore the correla=on between the 
environment, the economy, society, culture and people’s everyday life.  

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 
• We encourage the Finnish Presidency to promote the applica2on of the commitments of the 

UN Sustainable Development Goals in an interdisciplinary way that profits the integral human 
development of all the weakest persons in society.  

• Our Churches encourage the EU ins=tu=ons to rekindle the concept of the social market 
economy as enshrined in the European Trea2es and to finally find new metrics that go 
beyond the tradi2onal concept of Gross Domes2c Product (GDP), achieving long-standing, 
authen2c progress. The EU Presidency should contribute to transmu=ng the European Pillar 
of Social Rights into concrete policy ini=a=ves using all instruments - including legisla=ons, the 
European Semester, EU cohesion policy and the European social dialogue - and further explore 
a European framework for minimum income.  

• We recommend that the Finnish Presidency ensures that the right to social protec2on and 
training is applicable to certain online pla?orms, notably through the Direc=ve on Temporary 
Agency Work. 

• Churches encourage the Council to support a consistent combina=on of economic and fiscal 
policies, ensuring fair taxa2on of digital economy, reaching an agreement on a comprehensive 
direc=ve on a Common Consolidated Corporate Tax Base (CCCTB), as well as to conclude the 
nego=a=ons on a financial transac=on tax under the procedure of enhanced coopera=on.  

• Condi2ons for investment are necessary to create sustainable working condi2ons. We 
recommend that the Finnish Presidency fully implement the EU Ac,on Plan on Sustainable 
Finance with the view to unlock the poten=al for the crea=on of sustainable jobs. We 
encourage an increase in public and private investment in digital infrastructure in rural areas 
and to make be[er use of digitalisa=on as a vector for balanced and hence sustainable 
development in Europe.

D) Advocating for sound protection of personal data and privacy 

At the global level the European Union is considered to have achieved a very ambi2ous legisla2ve 
framework with the ‘GDPR’, contribu=ng to the crea=on of a “culture of data protec2on”. Its 
implementa2on at the na=onal level has to be carried out in full compliance not only with primary 
EU law obliga=ons, but also with interna2onal standards and obliga2ons. 

The Church is very much concerned about the protec2on of personal data of EU ci2zens and 
about the right to privacy. It also recalls that the implementa2on of the relevant EU rules must 
comply with other fundamental rights, such as the right to freedom of expression and 
informa=on, the right to freedom of religion, to freedom of associa=on, as well as respect for 
cultural, religious and linguis=c diversity.  

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• The implementa2on of the GDPR should fully involve all actors, formal and informal, including 
Churches/religious ones, together with stakeholders from civil society. We invite to tackle the 
burden placed on these actors in compliance with the principle of propor2onality. In the 
context of the Rule of Law, effec2ve remedy against all decisions taken by any authority should 
be ensured. 

• Concerning the ePrivacy Regula=on the Presidency is invited to consider this text as one of the 
possible instruments to counteract online child pornography. 

• Furthermore, it is key to underline that reflec=ons on an ethical approach on the protec2on of 
personal data should not water down or undermine interna=onal-level, EU-level and na=onal-
level legal obliga2ons and standards. 

E) Growth and migration/asylum 

The so-called Blue Card Direc2ve can be seen as a first step to make the EU an a[rac=ve place for 
the talents it needs. In the context of changing demographic landscapes, the EU should develop a 
welcoming environment, able to a[ract new talent while at the same =me allowing to make 
be[er use of crea2vity and capaci2es of people living in the con2nent. 

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• With regard to the Blue Card Direc2ve, procedures allowing recogni2on of professional skills 
and academic qualifica2ons should be simplified.  

• To increase the efficiency of programmes focused on integra2on of migrants and refugees, in 
par=cular of medium and low skill workers. 
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Presidency priority III. “Climate Action”: Serving Integral Human 
Development? 

A) Climate change and sustainable development 

The informal European Council mee2ng in Sibiu on May 9th highlighted the theme of the Future of 
Europe and set the tone for the discussion on the next EU policies, especially in view of the new 
upcoming legisla=ve period of the European Parliament and the European Commission. 

Effec2vely addressing climate change, climate jus2ce and sustainable development are key topics 
for the future shaping of EU policies. In addressing this point, the Sibiu declara=on underlines that: 
‘Europe will be a responsible global leader. The challenges we face today affect us all. We will 
con,nue working with our partners in the world to uphold and develop the rules-based 
interna,onal order, to make the most of new trading opportuni,es and to jointly tackle global 
issues such as preserving our environment and figh,ng climate change.’ 

The EU ins=tu=ons have been ac=ve in reac=ng to new developments related to climate change in 
the previous term. In November 2018, the European Commission has presented its proposal for an 
EU long-term strategy which includes two pathways to achieve European-wide net zero 
greenhouse gas emissions by 2050. However, the posi2on of EU Member states on intensifying 
EU engagement on climate change is not homogeneous.  

Another important element during the EU Finnish Presidency will also be the September UN 
Summit, which will likely underline the need for an urgent and coordinated global ac=on.  

- Climate jus,ce  

For Churches climate change is not limited to the issue of poli=cs in a narrow sense and 
technology. Climate change has a significant ethical component, as it was acknowledged at 
numerous poli=cal fora and by a number of world poli=cal leaders. The climate jus2ce element is 
related in par2cular to the imbalanced impact of climate change and the unjust suffering of 
those who contributed to climate change the least. The most significant impact of climate change 
will have to be handled by future genera2ons. Many of the advantages of industrialisa=on 
providing Europe and the West with a posi=on of economic power in the world have been 
achieved by taking an inappropriate share from the global carbon budget. The European Union has 
the responsibility to act.   

- Climate finance  

The EU as a global economic power has the shared responsibility to allocate financial means to 
assist developing countries in addressing climate change in accordance with the promises given 
to developing countries through the global nego=a=on process under the UNFCCC. The next EU 
financial framework has to allocate sufficient funds for effec=vely addressing climate change and 
clean energy produc=on within the EU.     

- Urgency to act 

In recent ini=a=ves across the con=nent, young people have expressed their concerns related to 
climate change and a sustainable future which are very much in line with concerns expressed by a 
number of Churches. Climate change is about our future. Churches in a number of countries have 
expressed their support to these ini=a=ves. Churches see the need to move from principles to 
ac=ons with regard to climate change. 

Some forces in Europe are not in favour of opening up the 2030 target discussion. Churches see 
the urgency of the ma[er. New available informa=on about impacts of climate change call to 
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stepping up efforts in the mi2ga2on and reduc2on of GHGs produc2on, as well as adapta=on to 
climate change. 

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• Facilitate progress on the EU internal discussion on climate change in efforts to find a shared 
EU posi2on that is sufficiently bold and ambi2ous. We support the EU ambi2on to make the 
Union carbon-neutral by 2050, as well as the aim to finalise the nego2a2ons on the EU 
climate plan for 2050 by the end of this year. 

• Contribute to the ambi=on expressed in the Sibiu declara=on by making the EU a responsible 
global leader in addressing climate change.  

• Take the opportunity of the upcoming discussion on the EU financial framework to support 
concrete investments for achieving 2030 climate and energy targets, as well as to make 
na=onal and regional spending priori=es climate-proof.  

• Intensify discussions on sedng an appropriate price for carbon emissions that would reflect 
‘the ecological truth’. Such a discussion needs to envision a carbon price that is socially 
acceptable and which includes all relevant sectors contribu=ng to carbon emissions (electricity 
and heat produc=on, transport etc.).   

B) Partnerships for Sustainable and Integral Human Development 

In recent years, the EU’s strategic approach to development seems to be shi]ing from a donor-
recipient dynamic towards more reciprocal forms of coopera2on. With ini=a=ves, such as the 
European External Investment Plan and the Africa-Europe Alliance for Sustainable Investments and 
Decent Jobs, the EU is opening up a fresh chapter in its rela=ons with other con=nents in the 
world.  

On the other hand, however, it can also be observed that a certain migra2on- and security driven 
approach to development coopera=on tends to dominate EU’s priori=es and shape its policies 
towards some regions. In this regard, the Finnish EU Presidency is expected to oversee the final 
stages of nego=a=ons on the future partnership framework between the EU and the African, 
Caribbean and Pacific (ACP) countries. It will also face a challenge to work on a posi2ve agenda for 
EU’s rela2ons with Africa, oriented towards sustainable human development on both con=nents.  

Churches share a people-centred and integral understanding of “sustainable development”, as not 
being merely limited to economic growth but also entailing a social, environmental and 
governance dimension. We encourage efforts towards fair, mutually beneficial and responsible 
partnerships between the EU and other regions, as long as their final objec=ve is to serve people. 
The dignity of the human person and the orienta=on towards the common good require that 
trade and investment schemes give a sustainable perspec2ve to young persons and families and 
allow them to fully realise their aspira=ons and talents in their local communi2es. In this regard, a 
transi=on from predatory prac=ces towards inclusive and virtuous economic processes dedicated 
to produc=on and allowing a fair distribu2on of resources and profits should be encouraged. 

In view of inclusive par2cipa2on to schemes, such as the European External Investment Plan, it 
should be ensured that all stakeholders, even the most vulnerable ones, in many cases young 
persons or women, have effec2ve access to economic processes and employment opportuni=es. 
This is closely linked with the importance of strengthening local capaci2es through adequate 
educa=on, forma=on and training. In order to promote a peaceful and just environment, effec2ve 
taxa2on policies, efforts on the rule of law and good governance, as well as figh2ng against illicit 
financial flows and corrup2on should be promoted. In this respect, the EU could play a more

ac=ve role in adop=ng European and interna2onal instruments that ensure the accountability of 
all actors – public and private – in view of their compliance with legal, social and environmental 
standards. 

In line with Sustainable Development Goal 17, the EU’s approach to development coopera=on 
would greatly benefit from a mul2-stakeholder partnership, effec=vely involving all the key actors 
for sustainable development in consulta=on, decision-making and implemen=ng processes. These 
comprise not only public authori2es and the private sector, but also the civil society, academia 
and research, as well as Churches and religious communi2es with their numerous grassroots 
ac=ons in support of the most needy.    

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• In the context of the on-going EU-ACP nego=a=ons, promote a fair, mutually beneficial and 
responsible partnership for people-centred development, effec=vely addressing local needs 
and suppor=ng socio-economic and poli2cal empowerment of young persons, families and 
local communi=es. In this sense, promote a forward-looking agenda for EU´s rela2ons with 
Africa, going beyond a mere migra=on- and security-driven preventa=ve approach.    

• Ensure that ini=a=ves, such as the European External Investment Plan and the Africa-Europe 
Alliance for Sustainable Investments and Decent Jobs, allow effec2ve access to all 
stakeholders, even the most vulnerable ones, in many cases young persons or women. 
Support the strengthening of local capaci2es through adequate educa=on, forma=on and 
training measures. 

• Adopt binding and effec2ve human rights due diligence legisla2on, including a specific EU 
Ac2on Plan on Business and Human Rights, based on the principles of corporate social 
responsibility. It should also foresee accountability mechanisms for transna=onal companies 
domiciled or effec=vely owned in the European Union to ensure compliance of their ac=ons 
throughout the en=re supply chain with legal, social and environmental standards; and play a 
construc2ve role in the on-going nego=a=ons on an interna2onal legally binding instrument 
at the United Na2ons to regulate the ac=vi=es of mul=na=onal companies and other business 
enterprises with respect to human rights. 

• In line with the European Parliament Resolu=on addressing shrinking civil society space in 
developing countries and with Sustainable Development Goal 17, promote the elabora=on of 
Guidelines for partnerships with Churches and religious organisa2ons in coopera2on for 
development, based on the experiences of interna=onal organisa=ons and programmes (such 
as UNICEF, the World Bank, WHO or the UN Development Programme). 

C) A migration & asylum perspective on sustainability and climate change 

Though there is no legal framework for the so-called “climate refugees” it is clear that drama=c 
changes in climate push for the mobility of persons, inside their countries and to third countries, 
including the EU Member States. In this context, EU Coopera2on Aid could be crucial for 
mi2ga2ng the impact of climate change, allowing people to remain in their home countries, in 
dignity and security. Therefore, a holis=c approach to migra=on should also pay a[en=on to the 
root causes, including climate factors that provoke displacement and migratory influx of persons. 

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• To coordinate migra2on and coopera2on aid policies that allow people to have a dignified 
and secure life in their home countries, avoiding forced migra=on. 

• To include the climate element as an important pull factor in the external dimension of EU 
migratory policies. 
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Presidency priority IV. Comprehensive Security and Migration 

A) Lasting human security & sustainable peace through an integral approach 

We are in contact with violent crisis’ in Europe’s neighbourhood and with repea2ng terror a[acks 
on European soil, while witnessing a global erosion of the interna2onal legal framework and a 
loss of trust in mul2lateral mechanisms and prac=ces. European ci2zens’ percep2on of increased 
security threats and instability is not only amplified by growing socio-economic inequali2es and 
environmental degrada2on, but also by a lack of visibility of control on expanding digital 
technologies, including ar,ficial intelligence, affec=ng all spheres of human life. Moreover, an 
uncontrolled spread of digitalisa=on is opening up new conflict environments and being used as a 
tool for hybrid warfare. A[acks on cri2cal infrastructures in the telecommunica=ons, transport or 
energy domains, o]en perpetrated by criminal individuals or terrorist groups are not only posing 
a significant threat to the security of ci2zens but also to the democra2c order.  

In fostering its “strategic autonomy” the European Union has put in place a number of ini=a=ves 
to strengthen the defence coopera2on between Member States through developing joint defence 
capabili=es and enhancing their opera=onal readiness in military as well as civilian areas. Hos=ng 
the European Centre of Excellence for Countering Hybrid Threats, Finland is in a good posi=on to 
steer the decisions of further implementa=on of security and defence measures at EU level in 
dialogue with other partners, notably UN,  NATO and OSCE.  

We believe security protects human life and dignity and that true security can only exist through 
sustainable peace. If not focusing on the las2ng security of persons, families and communi2es, 
merely technical security measures may allow or even lead to a new conflict. In this regard, it 
should be ensured that responses to terrorist threats and cybera[acks go hand in hand with full 
respect for fundamental human rights and the rule of law. 

We also believe that an integral approach to security and defence should be implemented, 
effec2vely ar2cula2ng military actors and means with civilian peace-building ini2a2ves, 
diplomacy and the promo=on of human, socio-economic and ecological jus2ce. 

Churches and religious communi2es with their worldwide network, their academic and prac=cal 
experience, as well as their specific grassroots reality are in many ways contribu=ng to promo=ng 
stability and peace. An authen2c European Peace policy could thus greatly benefit from be[er 
integra2ng the efforts of Churches and religious organisa2ons in areas such as early warning, 
conflict preven=on, peace-building as well as post-conflict reconstruc=on and reconcilia=on.   

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• Launch cross-sectoral and mul2-stakeholder dialogue processes involving different types of 
actors (including state/non-state actors, civil/military actors, economic actors, representa=ves 
of civil society, academia, Churches, etc.) in order to specify the EU level of strategic ambi=on 
in the area of security and defence through a harmonisa2on of different threat percep2ons 
and strategic cultures across the European Union in view of promo=ng las=ng human security 
and sustainable peace. 

• Primarily focus ini=a=ves, such as the Permanent Structured Coopera=on and the European 
Defence Fund, on the strategic goal of promo2ng las2ng human security and sustainable 
peace, and ar=culate them effec=vely with civilian external and internal policy instruments, 
including in areas of diplomacy, humanitarian relief, development, trade, economic, social, 
energy and climate policies. 
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• Ensure that projects supported under the European Defence Fund fully comply with 
interna2onal legal obliga2ons of the EU and its Member States, and that they are effec2vely 
screened and assessed by independent experts with different backgrounds with regard to 
their compliance with ethical principles. In this regard, a clear anthropological and ethical 
reference framework should be elaborated to provide a basis for this assessment, following a 
broad and inclusive consulta=on process. 

• Promote interna2onal efforts towards a global Digital Conven2on providing a comprehensive 
legal framework for addressing cyber-a[acks, ensuring accountability, while reinforcing the 
link to interna2onal human rights standards. 

• Foster partnerships with Churches and religious organisa2ons by be[er integra=ng their 
academic exper2se and grassroots ac2ons within respec=ve EU peace policy ini2a2ves in 
areas, such as early warning, conflict preven=on, peace-building as well as post-conflict 
reconstruc=on and reconcilia=on.     

B) Security in the future EU Multiannual Financial Framework 

Finland’s Presidency will oversee the nego=a=ons of the next EU Mul2annual Financial 
Framework for 2021-2027. The Finnish Presidency should use its authority to seek unity among 
the Member States and promote a comprehensive understanding of peace and security.  Finland 
has a wealth of experience in media=on and peace processes, which can support its role in 
addressing the challenges Europe faces and in building coopera=on across the Union. Budge=ng 
approaches on security must not be determined by the arms industry, or by false percep=ons of 
internal insecurity and military coopera=on with third countries, but rather be based on a 
responsible peace and development policy.  In prac=ce this means: 

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• Support bridge-building strategies of ‘so]’ power to combat divisions and addressing hate 
speech and discrimina2on. 

• Ensure that the 10% of the Neighbourhood, Development and Interna2onal Coopera2on 
Instrument dedicated to migra2on-related spending does address root causes of migra2on 
and forced displacement in line with the Sustainable Development Goals.   

• Prevent subver2ng the objec2ves of the EU external ac2on and development budget by re-
orienta=ng them to internal priori=es, such as border management and migra=on control. 

• Ensure future trade agreements and development assistance are not condi2onal on partner 
countries curbing migra2on into Europe.  

C) Migration & Asylum: a «Freedom, Security and Justice» approach 

In 1999 the European Council, under the impulse of the then EU Finnish Presidency, determined to 
work towards a Union of freedom, security and jus=ce. Twenty years later we endorse the 
Tampere Milestones, in par=cular the aim to develop “an open and secure European Union, fully 
commiQed to the obliga,ons of the Geneva Refugee Conven,on and other relevant human rights 
instruments, and able to respond to humanitarian needs on the basis of solidarity.” (point 4). As 
Finland again assumes the EU Presidency, it is important for it to recall the Tampere Milestones 
and to reaffirm a commitment to protec=on and humanitarian concerns as laid down in 
interna=onal and EU legisla=on.   
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Migra2on is an important part of life in Europe today. Apart from the humanitarian aspect, 
research indicates that it makes economic sense to work for orderly and regular migra2on. 
Although there are challenges, migrants contribute to Europe’s economic wellbeing and enrich its 
diverse socie=es. Integra2on is closely linked with migra=on and is a task for state, society and 
migrant alike.  

Furthermore, in the light of Finland’s commitment to ensuring ci=zens’ security, we reiterate our 
convic=on in the value of all human life. Managing migra2on must not lead to ongoing deaths in 
the Mediterranean Sea and at Europe’s external borders.  We need meaningful safe and legal 
passages (e.g. rese[lement and humanitarian visa) and effec=ve search-and-rescue measures, 
including disembarka=on arrangements, so as to ensure less loss of life of those seeking safety in 
Europe. Thousands of persons have died when trying to cross the Mediterranean Sea, in a 
dangerous journey, a situa=on that should be stopped with all means at disposal.  

EU policies should be centred in the protec2on of dignity and fundamental rights of human 
beings and the promo2on of the common good. Migrants, refugees, asylum seekers (and in 
par=cular, those who are more vulnerable, such as minors, pregnant women, elderly, handicapped 
persons and vic=ms of human trafficking) deserve, in any stage of their way and independently of 
their legal status, full respect for their fundamental rights in accordance to Interna2onal and EU 
standards.  

POLICY RECOMMENDATIONS: 

• Advance a protec2on-oriented reform of the Common European Asylum System, with 
responsibility sharing and refugee recep=on as key principles, providing protec=on to genuine 
asylum seekers. A reform of the Dublin Regula2on needs to be replaced with a binding 
solidarity mechanism. Proposals for managing the return of third-country na=onals should be 
both ra=onal and propor=onal.    

• Patrolling the Mediterranean Sea to fight smugglers and traffickers and to rescue persons in 
distress at sea. 

• Crea=ng the condi=ons to make the right of refugees and migrants in the EU to voluntary 
return to their home countries effec2ve, enhancing coopera=on with third countries to return 
irregular migrants in a humane way and in compliance with human rights interna2onal 
standards. 

• Implemen=ng the recently created European Border and Coast Guard that should aim to share 
the responsibility of jointly guarding the EU external borders and not to unduly reduce the 
number of persons seeking interna=onal protec=on. 

• Implemen=ng a border management policy sensi2ve to the needs of people, in par=cular 
those who are more vulnerable, while respec2ng the family unity. 

• Promote opportunity in migra=on as a way to respond to aging popula2ons and gaps in the 
labour market. Take the ini=a=ve in coordina2ng and suppor2ng integra2on and equality 
measures. Policies should address the specific needs of new arrivals in Europe and encourage 
their poten=al to contribute, while at the same =me honouring the tradi=ons and needs of EU 
ci=zens. Social inclusion and a robust an=-discriminatory policy are integral to building a 
cohesive society and enhancing safety for all.   

• Crea=ng interna2onal mechanisms, in coopera=on with IOM, UNHCR and transit countries, to 
avoid migrants and refugees geong stuck in certain transit countries where serious and 
systema=c viola=ons of fundamental rights take place.
